ABORTION IS THE DESTRUCTION OF A HUMAN LIFE

Those eight words (in the title above) encapsulate the reason for our 

commitment to defend life. We must never stop telling the truth about 

contraception, abortion, and their fruits. 

 

We know that contraception is the root cause of abortion.  Most recently, 

the culture is redefining the definition of human beings and of men and 

women and is perpetrating all manner of verbal and medical assaults on 

nature.  So it is easy for the truth to be denied or merely ignored.  One 

wonders at times if anyone cares about truth. 

 

Into this quagmire comes the bright light of honesty.  All anyone has to do 

to contradict our foes is ask a simple question:   When a female egg unites 

with a male sperm, what is the result of fertilization? 

It is a chicken?  Is it a frog?  Or is it indeed a human being who possesses 

his or her own DNA-the special identity that defines the person as a unique, 

one-of-a-kind human being? 

 

Yes, our DNA defines us. Every human person has this unique genetic 

identity.  So when we say that abortion is the destruction of a human being, 

we are making a scientific statement of fact.  And in 2023 that is more 

important than ever before because even many of those who claim to be 

pro-life have no clue what that means. 

 

Some say that they are pro-life but will not take a position on contraception.  

This is a problem because currently the most popular forms 

of contraception act in several ways, including causing abortion to occur 

in the early days of a human being's life. Some say they are pro-life 

EXCEPT for certain circumstances, which means that their qualifications 

that permit killing babies disqualifies them as pro-life spokespeople. 

We are living in a world that detests  innocent human beings for any 

number of reasons, and we are the only defenders they have.  So let us 

proudly profess the truth: Abortion is the destruction of a human being, 

and we will not tolerate it in even one case.
